GENERAL RESPONSIBILITIES: The purpose of the Speech/Language Pathologist is to provide identification of students with communication disorders which adversely affect their educational progress and provide educationally related speech services in the instructional setting according to the student’s Individualized Education Plan.

3. Assess identified preschool and school-aged children for articulation and/or language eligibility

4. Work with First Steps – attend transition meetings as needed

5. Assist Psychometrist with preschool assessment

6. Write assessment reports

7. Write summary reports

8. Conduct all Speech Only reevaluation meetings and decisions

9. Review the academic achievement for all speech only students prior to the reevaluation to ensure a comprehensive review and/or assessment is completed.

11. Write complete IEPs for speech only students

12. Write speech section on IEPs for related service

13. Mark mastery on all IEPs

14. Send notices to parents for all speech only students
